Southeast Louisiana to manage the Tiny
Homes development, assisted
Louisiana Economic Development with
the Louisiana NOW Pavilion during the
Super Bowl, worked at Coquille Parks
and Recreation in Covington and
Chappapeela Sports Park in Hammond,
and most importantly, championed the
development and construction of the
Miracle League Northshore. In the wake
of Hurricane Laura, she founded her
nonprofit, Louisiana Coastal Relief and
Recovery, which does hurricane relief
work across the state.
