Summer’s here and we’re all going to be spending more time around the water with our kids. So today I want to share a few safety steps you can follow to prevent drowning. 

First, always watch kids in and around water. Put your phone away, stay alert, and keep young kids and weak swimmers within arm’s reach. Remember that drowning can happen anywhere there is water, like pools, hot tubs, lakes or ponds, and even bath tubs. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Another safety step is making sure your kids learn how to swim by putting them in swimming lessons. Also, take a CPR training class to prepare for any life-threatening emergencies, and talk with your kids about the dangers of swimming in open water.

Add an extra layer of protection by installing a barrier to water, like a pool fence around your pool at home. 

When they are in the water, keep kids away from pool drains and other openings. And make sure they’re wearing a life jacket any time you’re in open water or on a boat.
